COMPUTER SCIENCE

10-20-30 (5 credits each)

As of 2010, students applying to the University of Alberta
have an additional choice of admission subjects. Computer
Science (advanced level, 5 credits) can now be used when
applying for undergraduate admission to university.
Computing Science (CS) now joins the traditional high
school sciences admission courses of Biology 30,
Chemistry 30, Math 31 and Physics 30.

10 (3 credits) 10-20-30 (3 credits each)

Communication Technology is an active, exciting, hands-on course that develops student competence in digital photography, visual
design, graphic arts, printing and video production. The University of Alberta and Grant MacEwan recognize Communication
Technology 30 (5 credits) as an admission subject for those programs that accept fine arts courses.

To accommodate all students, Communication Technology can be taken as a 3-credit or as a 5-credit class.
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FABRICATION / WELDING
10-20-30 (5 credits each)

Are you a “hands-on” person who doesn't like to
sit behind a desk? Do you enjoy meeting
challenges and pushing your limits? Are you
interested in having a good-paying, portable,
practical skill?

This Welding/Fabrication course is focused
on activity-centered learning. You will focus
on discovering a whole “new world” and
“playing” with many new tools and
machines. So, whether you have career
goals of entering into industry or just
want to have some fun, this course is
for you!

Construction
10-20-30 (5 credits each)
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At Ainlay our Construction programs are
designed to give students an opportunity
to work on a number of different projects
- from building cabinets and furniture, to
framing walls and hanging drywall. By the
time students walk out of our shop doors,
they will have experience with hand tools
and with measurement, advanced
cabinetmaking and a wide variety of home-
renovation skills. All levels of construction will
place an emphasis on safety while learning.



Design Studies 10-20-30

3 or 5 credits each)

Design Studies provides students with the opportunity
to gain experience in 2-D and 3-D drawing while
creating objects using CAD (computer aided design)
software. Students who may have an interest in
Architecture, Engineering, Interior Design, Furniture
Design, Aircraft and Automotive Design, and Industrial
Design will find this class beneficial. Design Studies
will allow students to be proficient in using technical
language, developing creative solutions, abstract
thinking, problem-solving and prototyping. The course
will also help with the preparation for technical post-
secondary studies. Ours is a state-of-the-art lab with
access to the latest CAD programs, CNC machine,
robotics and a 3-D printer.

Mechanics 10-20-30

10 (3 or 5 credits) 20 (5 credits) 30 (5 credits)

The Automotives program at Harry Ainlay offers a variety
of courses from basic vehicle ownership to trade-level
computer and electrical theory — we have something for
everyone! Our ten level courses are focused on building
basic skills and automotive knowledge. The five credit
ten level course focuses on those students who have
interest in pursuing Automotives as either a hobby or
career, whereas the three credit ten level course focuses
on vehicle ownership (maintenance and vehicle
purchase). In the twenty level course, we build upon
knowledge gained in the ten level courses in: ride and
control, fuel and propulsion systems, and electrical and
computer systems. Students who continue to the thirty
level will cover engine diagnosis and service and have
the option of continuing into automotives and mechanical
careers.




Cosmetology Studies 10-20-30

(5 credits each)

Cosmetology is a “hands-on” interactive program which focuses
on several aspects of both personal and professional practices.
Students are presented with a variety of opportunities to explore
different areas designed for either personal interest or a career-
focus within the industry.

Fashion Studies 10-20-30

(3 or 5 credits each)

Fashion Studies involves the study of clothing and textiles
within the fashion industry, life skills and personal creativity.
This course is focused on sewing techniques to produce
garments and accessories. Students can choose from the
following areas: Design, Production or Costuming.

10 (3 or 5 credits) 20 (3 or 5 credits) 30 (5 credits)

early and experience the joy of learning how to cook
nutritious and delicious recipes in a class with your peers.

Career and Life Management
(CALM 20) (3 credits - no prerequisite)

Successful completion of CALM 20 is a requirement for a high
school diploma. Students learn about careers, relationships,
personal well-being and finances as a means of preparing for
independent living.

Grade 10 Harry Ainlay pre-IB students will be able to achieve
the Alberta Diploma CALM requirement via a seminar-based
program that addresses the regular Alberta Curriculum and also
calls upon students to do several independent investigations.
All students will be required to create a reflective CALM journal.
IB students may take CALM in Grade 10 as a series of after
school and lunchtime seminars to make more room in their
schedules.

At Harry Ainlay High School we help our students make
meaningful career connections. With this priority in mind,
we opened a new Career Centre in spring 2010,
dedicated to empowering every student to achieve
academic and career success, social growth and
personal wellness. The Career Center is home to
both counsellors and Work Experience/RAP
coordinators.

The work of the counsellors falls into three main
categories:

Work Experience/RAP Coordinators facilitate vital career related programming

1. Off-campus Opportunities
* On the job learning and experience
* Volunteer and paid placements for high school credits
» Work Experience, Health Internship Program and Registered Apprenticeship Program (RAP)
* For more information, see the Work Experience or RAP coordinators in the Career Centre

2. Work Experience
* Qualify if you have a part-time job or volunteer at a specific location
* Minimum of 75 hours required for 3 credits
» Apply each school year (including summers)
» Earn up to 15 credits towards your high school diploma

3. Health Internship Program
* Open to Grade 11 students who are interested in the opportunity to job shadow medical professionals (in medicine,
nursing and pharmacy) in hospitals and health centres for six weeks during the summer
 Application process begins early in the Grade 11 year
» Competitive process - selection is based on character, academics, attendance, references and interests

4. Registered Apprenticeship Program (RAP)
» Students in Grade 10,11 or the first semester of Grade 12 may register for this program
* RAP allows you to:

- Earn credits towards your high school diploma
- Earn a competitive wage
- Complete the first year of a registered apprenticeship in the skilled trades

* RAP trades in Alberta include:
- Automotive/Mechanical Auto Service Technician, Heavy Equipment Technician/ Motorcycle Mechanic, Autobody
Painter/ Prepper, Parts and Logistics
- Construction - Carpenter, Bricklayer, Electrician and Glazier
- Culinary Arts - Chef and Baker
- Fabrication/Manufacturing: Pipefitting, Structural Steel and Plate Fitter, Welder, Machinist and Millwright
- Cosmetology - Hairstylists
